English. Students are introduced to World literature and selected novels based on their
grade level and individual instructional needs. The novels are selected from the approved
reading list of the English Language Program of the district.

Develop summarizing and sequencing skills

Improve comprehension skills

Identify the main idea of a story

Use oral skills to interpret stories

Develop an understanding of simple story elements and literary devices
