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Bienvenidos a Español 3!  

Welcome to Spanish 3!  I am looking forward to a great year of intermediate Spanish.  It is imperative 
that students and parents realize that they are now entering upper-level Spanish.  The material will be 
presented in Spanish and the students will be expected to speak in Spanish in the classroom.  We 
will be briefly reviewing Spanish 1 and 2 topics during the first 2 weeks of class only.  The students will 
be tested on this review material to assess readiness for Spanish 3.  (Please contact me immediately if you 
have concerns about your student in my class- email (preferred) and phone are above).  Spanish 3 
content will begin in the third week of classes.

A brief outline of the topics to be covered this year follows:  (Timing is not set in stone)
I.  Marking period 1

1) Spanish 1 and 2 review
2) Body/ Doctor’s office

a. “Who am I?” project
3) Reporting events in the past

a. Fairy tale/ short story project
b. Favorite trip project

4) Cultural project:  Día de los Muertos
II. Marking period 2

1) Getting around the city
2) Making Commands
3) Cultural Project:  La Navidad (cooking project)

III. Marking period 3
1) Completion of commands unit
2) Advanced Adjectives/ Descriptions
3) Cultural Project:  El Arte

IV. Marking period 4
1) The subjunctive
2) “My ideal friend” project
3) Cultural Project:  La Música

**Please note** I will be out on maternity leave from approximately mid-December through the 
beginning of March.  We will make every effort to make sure the transition to the sub is as seamless as 
possible.  Students are expected to continue to work and behave appropriately in my absence.  The 
substitute is their teacher in my absence and the work assigned MUST be completed to pass the class.  
Students who choose to “slack off” during my absence will NOT be given the opportunity to make up this 
work upon my return.  Please see me with any questions.

The ultimate goal of Spanish 3 is to prepare you for Spanish 4 (or similar college-level course if you are a 
senior).  Students will need to review in-class materials and vocabulary DAILY or they will fall behind.  
Spanish 3 builds on the materials learned in 1 and 2 and the students will now be expected to create 
complex sentences and short paragraphs in Spanish.  All instruction is based on the Delaware State 
Standards for Foreign Language Curriculum (Communication, Cultures, Connections, Comparisons, and 
Communities) and the Grade Level Expectations set forth by the State of Delaware.  It is also the goal of 
this course to enhance students’ abilities in all four skill areas:  Reading, Writing, Speaking and Listening.  



Class Materials:  All students must come to class every day with:

1. 3-ring binder with 5 dividers (homework, notes, vocab, tests, projects)
2. Composition notebook (journal)
3. Spanish/English dictionary (recommended)
4. Pens, pencils, binder paper
