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Purpose

The English 10 Honors course is a study of World Literature that will examine stories

from different times and places. The course will focus students’ attention on this central

dual truth: That literature reflects the universality of the human condition at the same
time that it reveals the uniqueness of the cultures from whence the literature is derived.

While this class will largely be devoted to creating a learning environment in which
students will be able to create their own insights into the literature through their
understanding of literary techniques and formats, it will also be addressing student
preparation for the Delaware Student Testing Program (DSTP). Sophomore year is a
testing year for Language Arts students and this class will address the vocabulary,
grammar, and reading comprehension needs of students necessary in order to achieve
high scores on the DSTP.

The course will be organized around the following Essential Questions:

X How do writers use techniques within the plot structure to shift readers’ attention
to the past or the future?

X How do story characters provide lasting insights into what it means to be human?

X How does understanding point of view (POV) and empathizing characters help us
to see through new lenses?

X What do literary themes reveal about life?

X Why and how do writers use irony and ambiguity in their stories?

X What lessons can readers glean from the appreciation of symbolism in allegory,
fable, parable, and informational texts?

X How and why does poetry transcend the boundaries of time and place?

X How does a writer’s literary style affect the reader and how can readers uncover
each writer’s style?

X How does understanding biographical information about the writer and the time
period in which he or she wrote assist readers in responding and analyzing the
work?
